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Many Factors Affect the Number of Poll Workers
Working the Presidential Preference Republican Primary

Voters registered as members of the Republican
Party as of book closing on January 03, 2012,
will be eligible to vote in the Presidential Prefer-
ence Republican Primary on January 31, 2012.
Voters registered with other political parties, or
with no party affiliation, will not be eligible to
vote in this election.

With fewer voters eligible, about 48,000, fewer
poll workers are needed to serve the voters at the
polls on Election Day. In short, a few of our
beloved team members will be able to enjoy a
cup of hot tea on Election Morning in their paja-
mas! Even though we will miss seeing a few of
our friends this Election, we do hope to see
everyone for the Primary Election on August 14,
2012!

Other factors, as well, have influenced the
number of poll workers. The popularity of Early
Voting and Absentee Ballots have reduced the
number of voters going to the polls. We have
reduced the number of precincts to save tax
payers’ money.

Currently 800 Poll Workers are needed for this
election. If you are assigned a location, please
register and attend a training class. Many of you
told us of your wonderful holiday plans, so we
have tried to schedule classes in locations and at
times that work best for everyone.

If you are not yet assigned for this Election, we
hope to see you in the summer as we prepare for
the Primary Election on August 14, 2012.
